How to Apply:

Please follow the steps below if you are interested in renting a property from University City Property Management.

1. Fill out an application.  Include cash for $35 per applicant.

2. Sign a hold form.  Write one check made out to University City Rentals or Cash for $100 to hold the property.  This will hold the property off the market for 48 hours.  This check will apply toward your security deposit when a lease is signed.  If a lease is not signed, this $100 will be kept by the owner.  If, for any reason, your application is not approved, your $100 will be returned to you.

3. Drop off the application, hold form, and checks at 120 Line Street Moscow ID 83843.  Please drop off in person.  If we aren’t open you can drop the forms off in the large black lock box to the right of our front door.  
4. Once this is completed, the property will be held for 48 hours.  You must sign a lease and provide security deposit within 48 hours unless other arrangements are made by the owner or owner’s agent.

5. Security deposits on all properties equal one month’s rent.  If a tenant has pets, they must first be approved by the owner or owner’s agent and may require an additional deposit and/or rent.
6. If tenants are students and do not financially qualify to rent a property on their own, they will be required to complete a parent guarantee form.  This form will be due within two weeks of the lease signing and should be mailed to University City Property Management at either 120 Line St or PO Box 8567, Moscow ID 83843.  Students may be required to pay an additional security deposit if they cannot complete a parent guarantee.
